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TM Industrial Supply Receives Northwest Commission’s Business of the Year Award
The Northwest Pennsylvania Regional Planning and Development Commission celebrated 43 years of service to the region at the 2010 Annual Dinner held April 1, at Cross Creek Resort in Titusville.  Roughly 200 people attended the event.  The night began with a cocktail reception, followed by dinner, a program, and an awards presentation.  One of the awards given that evening was the 2009 Business of the Year Award, which was presented to TM Industrial Supply.
TM Industrial Supply has worked with the Business and Economic Development Team at the Northwest Commission for many years and has received two loans, assistance from the government contracting program and worked extensively with the exporting team.  

They were established in 1976 and maintain both their headquarters and manufacturing operations in Erie, Pennsylvania.  

TM Industrial Supply’s original focus was as a manufacturer of separators, receivers, pulsation dampening bottles, and knockout pots for the compressed air and gas markets.  They have expanded their product line to include design and manufacture of specialized strainers used in the power generation, utility, oil distribution, wastewater and water treatment markets.  And most recently, they have developed and patented GFC cleanable coalescing technology in the compressed air and gas filtration markets.  Basically, TM Industrial has the capability of designing and manufacturing most equipment required in the air and gas market.  

Their deliberate investment of resources in exporting has enabled them to experience stability and growth since the inception of the business.  A commitment and dedication to global markets has resulted in an increase in sales, both domestically and internationally. Approximately 30% of the staff (including shop personnel) focuses on various aspects of international business. 

During 2009, TM Industrial Supply added 2 part time and 6 full time employees bringing the company’s total staff to 30, largely due to worldwide sales.  In addition, 25% of the company’s total revenues were from exports.  This was accomplished during a down economy and when many companies in the region were experiencing a reduction in sales and workforce.  

Currently, TM Industrial Supply sells products on 6 continents and to 78 countries.  They continue to expand their market share, sign on new international representatives, and work to gain worldwide recognition for their products and innovation.   The company currently holds ten US patents, three international patents, five registered trademarks, and six additional patents are pending.    
Other nominees in the category of Business of the Year included Goss Gas, JC Quarter Horses, C&J Industries, and Logistics Plus.  The Commission also recognized four other awards at the Annual Dinner; these included: Donna Hartle as the Outgoing Chairperson, City of Warren as Community of the Year, Maryann Yochim for Board Leadership of the year, and the Oil Region Alliance as Partner of the Year.
